PORT AUTHORITY SERVICE CHANGES FOR NOVEMBER

Pittsburgh, PA — Port Authority announces that schedules on some bus and rail routes will
change Sunday, November 19, 2006. Port Authority adjusts schedules several times a year to improve
transfer connections, adjust times between buses and respond to customer suggestions.

The following changes range from minor time adjustments to major schedule revisions.

1A New Kensington: The weekday outbound trip leaving Downtown Pittsburgh at 3:05
p.m. has been changed to 3:07 p.m.

1B Saxonburg: Several outbound trip times have changed.

1C Middle Road: All outbound trip times have changed. See schedule for detalils.

11C Perry Highway: Three inbound and two outbound morning trip times have
changed.

13D Perrysville Express: All afternoon trip times have changed.

13J Franklin Park: Service is rerouted via West Ingomar Road to serve the new Park-
and-Ride at Franklin Park Municipal Building. Service via Ingomar
Heights is discontinued.

Other afternoon
outbound trips will operate two minutes later between Beaver
Grade and the end of the line.

All trips will pick up and discharge in both directions at all West
Busway stations en route.

The weekday trip leaving Downtown Pittsburgh at 11:06 a.m. now
ends at Country Meadows and does not continue on to Fairview.

All trips that formerly operated directly to Downtown will operate
only between McDonald and Carnegie. Connect in Carnegie
Station to West Busway routes 33X and 100 to continue to
downtown. Connections can also be made at the Woodville Park
and Ride to 31D, 33D, 36C and 38C to continue to downtown.

Trips arriving at Penn Station at 4:38 p.m. and departing Penn
Station at 8:10 a.m. have been discontinued. The inbound trip
leaving Carnegie Station at 3:22 p.m. is rescheduled to depart at
3:17 p.m.

Outbound Saturday trips arriving at the Chartiers Middle School at
8:45 and 10:57 a.m. and 1:42 p.m. have been rescheduled to
arrive at the school at 8:43 and 10:55 a.m. and 1:40 p.m.

Service remains unchanged. However, several timepoints in
St. Clair Heights, Cedarhurst Manor and Skyridge have been
moved, resulting in buses arriving at new times at the new points.
